4. All changes and substitutions must be notified to the

secretary and are at the secretary’s discretion. 
5. All persons entering the showground do so at their own

risk. All competitors take part at their own risk.  Ferry
Farm Riding Club and Ferry Farm Livery Yard take no
responsibility for accidents, damage or theft on its
premises.

6. To ensure fair and equal competition all riders
must take into account their experience when
deciding whether they and their horse are
entered at the correct level.

7. All horses to be four years old and over.
8. Riders must be correctly attired and wear a correctly

secured hat at all times whilst mounted.
9. Snaffle bits with plain or flash nose band only. No bit

guards.  No martingales. No boots/bandages. 
10. All dogs must be kept on leads.
11. The judges’ decision is final.
